4. Special Presentations
a. Half Penny Sales Tax Update — County Administrator Verdenia Baker

Executive Director Richard Radcliffe reminded the board that the he was given direction to
monitor the possible Half Penny Sales tax. He informed the board that at yesterday’s Board of
County Commissioners (BCC) meeting that the BCC directed the County Administrator to
looking into moving forward with the sales tax endeavor, which they will hear about from County
Administrator Verdenia Baker. Mr. Radcliffe stated that he is now seeking further direction from
the League board.



Ms. Baker thanked the board for allowing her to meet with them today. She informed them that
the BCC did give her directions to move forward working with the Cities, School Board and
Cultural Council regarding the surtax. Ms. Baker stated she was a so given direction to create a
comprehensive oversight committee, whose purpose will be to ensure the funds are being spent
appropriately based on their projects list. She also stated that alist of projects from the cities will
be crucial. Ms. Baker stated that she was directed to consider hiring someone to oversee the
projects and be a liaison to the oversight committee, which may help alleviate the demands on
staff time to provide reports and other needs of the committee. Ms. Baker informed the board the
she was instructed to meet with the business communities, community groups and partners and
will be providing the consulting projects reports back to the BCC along with the ordinance and
inter-local agreements in the coming months. Ms. Baker concluded by saying that she will need
to establish a detailed list of parties to establish what projects and funding will be needed. She
informed the board to keep all options open until the BCC has made their decision, stating that
the BCC can decide on a possible mileage increase or even bonds; general obligations bonds or
non ad valorem revenue bonds.

Mr. Rick Ansani of Cornerstone Solutions informed the board that he has been working with a
citizens group to perform a survey regarding the possibility of a sales tax. He informed the board
of his findings saying that the citizens of Palm Beach County may be willing to approve a sales
tax if specific plans and dedicated funding is provided along with an expiration date for the sales
tax. Mr. Ansani also stated the school board and county have a greater chance of passing a sales
tax together and for alonger time period.

Motion by Robert Shalhoub and second by Mo Thornton to support the sales surtax.
Motion carrieswith Gail Coniglio dissenting.

5. Miscellaneous Business
a. Appointmentsto the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council

Executive Director informed the board that we have to do yearly appointments to the Treasure
Coast Regional Planning Council. Mr. Radcliffe informed the board of a vacancy left by Mayor
Karen Golonka.

Motion by Robert Shalhoub and second by Mo Thornton to approve the appointment of
regulars.

6. Committee Report
a. NLC Community & Economic Development

Vice Mayor Pro Tem Andy Amoroso informed the board that the Community & Economic
Development Committee priority will be low income housing. He stated that they also discussed
sober homes and halfway houses. He stressed that when the cities receive survey’ s from the State
or Nation Leagues regarding “what is important to/in your city” to please fill them out; that is
where the topics of interest and priorities come from.



b. NLC Human Development

Vice Mayor Scott Maxwell informed the board of some of the resolutions that the committee
passed and will be taken to Washington. They were endorsement to end homelessness, federa
action to address the nation’s job crisis, support outcome to improve education and equal pay for
women, just to name a few. Mr. Maxwell stated that his committee will be taking up the Sober
Homes issue in March and hopefully a resolution will come out of it.

c. NLC Transportation & Infrastructure Services

Mayor Steve Wilson informed the board that Pam Beach County municipalities are not the only
ones dealing with the issues of infrastructure needs. He suggested “thinking outside the box” to
obtain funding since as the years go on the cost to maintain and do major improvements will be
grossly higher than what they are now.

7. President’s Report

President Pardo reminded the board of some upcoming events: Palm Beach County Days January 12-
13; FLC Legisative Action Day February 2-5; and on December 7" from 2pm-4pm the Palm Beach
County Fire Rescue is having an experience, “What it is like to be a firefighter” at their Pike Road
facility.

8. Legal Report

League Attorney Jennifer Ashton informed the board that Representative Caldwell has proposed
legislation to move and force al cities municipa elections to a “Super Tuesday” in November. The
Florida League of Cities has taken a strong position objecting to the legidation citing that it is a
Home Ruleissue.

Ms. Ashton informed the board that the Office of Inspector Genera’s has issued a “tips and trends’
report on request for proposal. It describe what afair RFP process looks like.

Ms. Ashton updated the board on the Inspector General Funding Lawsuit. She stated that the
County’s brief is scheduled for December 9™,
